An intercollegiate IT fest, Chaturya, was organized by the Department of Computer
Science, M. S. Ramaiah College of Arts, Science, and Commerce — Autonomous, on the college
campus from 18" October 2024 to 19 October 2024.

The fest began with an inauguration ceremony held at 10 a.m. on 18" October in the college
auditorium. The chief guest, Mr. Dinesh Badagandi, graced the occasion, along with the Principal
and Vice-Principal of the college. Participants from various colleges across the city attended the
ceremony. The first round of competitions in various events followed this. Eight events were held,
in which participants competed for cash prizes. The events included: Tantra Prajna (IT Quiz),
Vishwa Vidya (GK Quiz), Tantra Mitra (Hackathon), Sutra Shilpi (Web Craft), Drishya Vistara
(Videography/Photography), Sutradhara Vijaya (IT Manager), Kshetra Yuddha (BGMI), and
Kshetra Yuddha (FIFA).

The first round of competitions lasted until 2 p.m., after which lunch was provided to the
participants. Following lunch, the fest resumed with the second round of competitions. After the

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The second day of the fest began at 10 am. on 19" October. The day started with the final
round of competitions to determine the winners for cach event. The final round concluded by Ip.m.
followed by lunch. At 2 p.m., the participants gathered in the auditorium for cultural events. These
events featured various dance performances and skits performed by the students of the host college.
The valedictory program followed afier the cultural program, during which the Principal and Vice-
Principal presented awards to the winners and runners-up. Presidency College won the overall
trophy.
